TECHNICAL SOLUTION QUESTIONNAIRE

Bidders shall provide full and accurate answers to the mandatory questions posed in this document, and, where required explicitly state either "Comply/Accept (with a “(”)" or "Do not comply/do not accept (with an “X”)" regarding compliance to the requirements. The objective of this RFB:

The AG currently has 2500 mobile users. These users are at constant risk of laptop theft. While the physical asset may be covered for potential losses the actual loss of information due to factors such as industrial espionage will tarnish the reputation of the AG office.

ICT has therefore embarked on a project to secure the mobile environment by investigating the various encryption solutions available. The aim of encryption would be to prevent any leakage of sensitive data in the event of theft. Without proper authentication the information stored on AG laptops would be unusable.
Criteria description.

1. The AGSA currently uses disk imaging software to effectively deliver software to the laptop environment. The current process followed utilizes dual partitions where the first partition contains the Operating system and applications and the second contains the user’s data. In the event of a software failure this configuration allows ICT quickly redeploy fresh software installation with minimal impact to the data. The solution would therefore need to be able to support this image process and leave the data volume in an encrypted state.
2. The AGSA currently makes use of multiple profiles on laptop computers. The solution should support the use of multiple profiles. The solution should support a seamless integration with Microsoft Active Directory and the use of local user accounts as well.
3. Introduction of further security will in most result in a change in business processes and change in functionality. The solution should provide an adequate balance between enhancing the security in the mobile environment while minimizing change to usability and business processes.
4. The solution should also minimize the Total Cost of Ownership to ICT. Administration of the solution should require once off configuration with minimal changes required over time. The solution must be able to be deployed by third party products such as Microsoft SMS.

The combined score of functionality and price is 90.  The percentage scored for functionality and price will be added to obtain a percentage out of 100 and this percentage will then be converted to points out of 90. 

The highest score will receive 90, and the remainder will receive a score based on the following formula:

Ps=90 x (1-((Hs-Rs)/Rs))  

Where:

Ps is the combined points scored for functionality and price by the bid under consideration

Hs is the highest combined percentage score achieved by any bidder

Rs is the combined percentage scored for functionality and price by the bid in question.
